2‐le cas des jeux de hasard
«The regulatory agencies providing the oversight for gambling are

sometimes intricately linked to the beneficiaries of gaming revenue.
Such government bodies are charged with the responsibilities 
associated with a duty‐of‐care while simultaneously being directly or 
indirectly responsible for maintaining or increasing revenues. 

This may reflect a conflict of interest where governments are the 
recipients of the proceeds of gambling revenues, own the gambling 
venues, and those individuals responsible reporting directly to the 
Ministers of Finance.

Regulatory bodies need an arms‐length approach to monitor gambling, 
set and establish rules and guidelines, develop responsible social 
policies, and establish strict enforcement of statutes and policies».
